Such an opportunity presented itself a few years back at the AA Interna-
tional gathering in Atlanta. | had met up with a man from central Florida whom | had originally met during my first year
of sobriety. The next morning, as | was talking with him, he patiently explained to me that | had experienced a vita/
spiritual experience . It was his time spent with me back then that opened the door to my eventual spiritual awakening.
This time, being in Atlanta, | came to realize that my friend was very much in need of my help. He was ill equipped with
his country upbringing and lifestyle to handle the intense crowds and chaos of this convention. | ended up being by his
side the entire weekend. | helped him get to where he needed to be, unscathed and in a timely fashion. Our interac-
tions with each other and our shared fellowship over the course of the weekend will live with me for a very long time.

(Diane V., Dilla F., and Paul P.) who wanted to establish an open meeting that was pur-
posefully inclusive to all individuals in recovery - AA members, Al-Anon’s, ACOA’s. NA's,
OA’s, etc. - young and old, married or not, every race, sexual orientation, all religions or
no religion at all... EVERYONE! It’s an AA meeting, so only members of AA lead the
meetings. All are welcome to share their experience, strength, and hope. Discussions
focus on living sober and dealing with our problems with alcohol. It’s a lively meeting -
lots of laughs and, sometimes, tears. This group began meeting at the United Church on
Mahan St. and, 34 years later, is still having meetings there at 10:30 every Saturday
morning.
